The Long Island Council of Churches (LICC) operates  one of the largest emergency food programs on Long Island, one of the few that are open both mornings and afternoons five days a week.  Here are three ways your contributions can help to support our emergency food centers:

· Homelessness prevention

Last year we fed 21,472 hungry Long Islanders 193,248 meals.  Here’s how we helped one family in distress (the names and circumstances have been changed to protect the family’s privacy).  As this example illustrates, the households we help have multiple needs:

Carla is in her 20’s, a single mother with three pre-school age children.  She lost her job and lost her apartment.  We helped the family with emergency food. We also helped her find new housing and pay for her first and last month’s rent and security deposit in collaboration with several of our partner service agencies.  Carla eventually found another job but still struggles to make ends meet.  When her car broke down, we helped her pay for the repairs, and we also gave her diapers for the baby.
