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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

The Rev. Thomas W. Goodhue, Executive Director 

 
Each year more people turn to the LICC for assistance, needing more help than most congregations can provide, but we manage to help more people than ever before. 

  

At the Nassau County Correctional Center and Juvenile Detention Center, for example, our chaplains oversee several worship services each Sunday and provide pastoral care throughout the week, even though the County pays less than one full-time salary. Our chaplains also are helping the LI Council on Alcoholism and Drug Dependence to recruit mentors for children whose mothers are incarcerated and identify kids who could need this sort of a buddy. 

  

In the past year, we have fed hundreds of people each week in both Nassau and Suffolk, distributed hundreds of Thanksgiving and Christmas baskets, served 600 Thanksgiving dinners in Riverhead, distributed 8,500 household items just in Riverhead, and helped more people with rent and mortgage assistance than ever before. We are giving our guests greater choice as to what food they receive and we have begun a thus-far successful experiment in Freeport in which we have suspended all limits as to how frequently they can come for assistance. We continue to need donations and drivers to pick up contributions. 

  

Our Multi-Faith Forum presented its 240th Building Bridges program, a project involving many volunteers from eleven different faith communities, something without parallel elsewhere. We still need more volunteers for the Forum, particularly Christians who are willing to tell how they practice their faith in their daily lives. 

  

In response to the desecration of Nativity scenes and menorahs in December, we launched a year-long campaign to encourage ecumenical and interfaith visiting and education, from a model Seder at Floral Park United Methodist Church to visits to an elaborate Italian crèche at the Catholic high school in Riverhead. Perhaps you would like to invite your neighbors to your living Nativity and to attend the lighting of a menorah in front of your local synagogue? 

  

We continue to offer seminars on how to be good stewards of our money, avoid bad loans, and cope with the recession. Our financial experts have tackled requests such as a bilingual seminar in Dix Hills, a presentation to confirmands in Wantagh, one for clergy in Melville on how to manage your congregation’s money, and another for seniors in Manhattan on how to make ends meet in retirement. We are doing eight seminars for the Salvation Army’s to help the unemployed hold onto their home. Perhaps you would like a seminar in your congregation? 

  

We have presented programs on how to pay for energy conservation (in conjunction with the Long Island Interfaith Environment Network, which we helped create) and have already provide these presentations for synagogue administrators in Nassau, Church Women United in Baldwin, and clergy in Melville. 

  

None of this would be possible without the support of many people like you. Thanks! 

  
DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT ANNUAL REPORT

Although there were some heavy bumps along the way, 2009 turned out to be a good year despite the continuing economic crisis.  We ended the year with “manna falling from Heaven,” thanks to the generous support of our donors who were willing to help their neighbors in need.  We are especially grateful for the generous responses to our urgent appeal late last summer. Together with a wonderful article by Newsday entitled “Charities Need Helping Hand,” both brought in $55,000, and that’s what kept our doors open so we could continue to serve the hundreds of Long Islanders in need who depend on us each month. The Development Department brought in a total of $307,880.  An additional $30,267 in pledges were expected in 2009 but did not arrive until 2010. 

  

Last year we fed 23,819 hungry Long Islanders 214,371 meals, served a full-course Thanksgiving dinner to 600, distributed Thanksgiving Food Baskets to 71 adults and 78 children, Christmas Food Baskets to 374 adults and 329 children, and Christmas toys for 409 children.  We provided housing assistance for 177 households, electricity, fuel and gas for 71 households, transportation for 622, prescriptions for three, eyeglasses for one, coasts and sweaters for 1,500, bedding, blankets and household items for 8,500, or a total of 35,963 Long Islanders in need. 

  

Funding highlights for 2009 include: 

  

       A $100,000 grant from the Unitarian Universalist Congregation of Shelter Rock to support our Emergency Food programs throughout Long Island. 

       A $60,000 grant from Newsday Charities, which is critical in sustaining our Riverhead operations that serve Suffolk County residents. 

       An unrestricted individual gift of $25,000 to help sustain our ministry to serve Long Islanders in need. 

       A $20,000 grant from the Knapp Swezey Foundation and a gift of $20,000 from board member Marian Hubbard, to help support our Riverhead staff. 

       A $20,000 grant from the Long Island Community Foundation to sustain our MICAH Advocacy for the Poor program to the end of October after the Unitarian Universalist Congregation of Shelter Rock $100,000 grant ran out. 

       A $10,000 unsolicited grant from an anonymous donor’s family foundation for unrestricted support – this was truly manna falling from Heaven! 

  

We’re also grateful to those who gave in response to our Most Urgent Needs monthly columns in our newsletter Prelude.  These important gifts enable us to help people in crisis who come to us as a last resort before their prescriptions run out, they lose their home to foreclosure, they are evicted from their apartment because they lost their job and can no longer pay the rent, or LIPA has turned off their electricity because they can’t afford the high cost of electricity on Long Island, or they need transportation to get to jobs, job interviews, doctors’ appointments, the grocery store, or to us so we can help them. 

  

And we thank the countless individuals and institutions that gave so generously as an ever-increasing number of people came to us for help.  We could do none of this without all of you. 
Community Resources Report

We would like to thank all our Donors for helping us to continue with our mission to help Long Islanders in need. In the midst of the worst recession since the 1930s we are serving more people than ever before. We have extended our services for new mothers and infant care; giving prenatal vitamins, formula and all stages of baby foods and cereals, diapers etc. Our Nassau County Pantry has been renovated with shelving and clothing racks with the help of The Nassau County Youth Board and The Boy & Girl Scout Groups of USA. In 2009, the EASC continued to support the work of the LICC’s Riverhead office.  Requests for food and other resources substantially increased from 2008 and continue to increase in 2010.   The Riverhead staff provides a wide diversity of services to so many under increasingly difficult circumstances.  The Committee is grateful to the Riverhead staff for their knowledge, skill and dedication.      

  

The Migrant/Community Thanksgiving Dinner served 600 meals and also saw a large number of volunteers.  This raised an issue of how we might best attract and utilize new volunteers for specific tasks in locations where they are most needed.  We are discussing how to do that. 

  

The EASC again hosted an annual event, though for 2009 it was a retreat rather than a convocation.  We targeted those who work in food pantries, feeding sites, and other human service workers/volunteers.  The retreat was a day of renewal and self-care led by Jean Kelly, Executive Director of The Interfaith Nutrition Network (INN).  It was well attended, and well received. The Committee is planning a similar event for 2010 to nurture human service workers and volunteers.

PASTORAL CARE COMMITTEE REPORT

The Council continues to provide pastoral care through its chaplaincy program at the Nassau County Correctional Center in East Meadow.  Rev. Richard Lehman, Rev. Nancy Schaffer and Rev. Larry Swensen provide coverage during the week and on weekend worship services for both the incarcerated men and women housed in the facility. 

  

Rev. Lehman will be retiring June 30, 2010 after 13 years as our Pastoral Care Director.   

  

We have incorporated the following into our ministry: 

  

       Thanksgiving distribution of cookies to the correction officers and staff as a way of saying thanks for all they do.  We have been doing this for three years now and the response has been heartfelt. 

  

       Candy cane distribution to all the incarcerated men and women at the facility.  We make sure each inmate receives a candy cane to let them know they are not forgotten.  We have done this for two years. 

  

       Distribution of Christmas cards to a portion of the inmates.  We would like to extend the card giving to all inmates (two cards per inmate).  To do this we need donations of stamps (forever stamps would be helpful) and blank cards with envelopes. 

  

       This year we began the distribution of ashes on Ash Wednesday for the staff, in collaboration with the Catholic chaplains.  At select times during the day the chapel is open and for the first year we had approximately 45 participants.  We expect this will grow over the years. 

  

       Rev. Schaffer began a study with approximately eight women around spiritual disciplines.  She meets with them once a week for an hour. 

  

       We are working together with our Catholic colleagues as we do joint visitation rounds and will begin working together on the cookies, candy cane and card distribution.

2009 Freeport Food Center Distributions 

  

  

The “Total” figure is the sum of the individuals in the children, adult and senior columns for each month.  Note that the monthly totals, which represent the number of individuals fed, increase substantially toward the end of the year, more or less in line with the state of the economy.  In general, the number fed has increased about 40 percent over the 2008 figures. 


The Women at the Well programs for incarcerated women have demonstrated their ability to reduce recidivism for the women it serves, but have been temporarily dropped because of lack of funding. 


The Gift of the Heart Kit program for Church World Service (CWS) has been supported by coordinating Kit preparation by local church members and the CWS-supplied truck transport of the finished Kits to the CWS processing center in Maryland.  The Kits are stored in the Maryland Center and other locations, and provide disaster relief throughout the world in times of need. 


The Committee also has taken on responsibility for the Council’s annual Easter Dawn Service at Jones Beach, which has attracted a substantial following in recent years, with estimated attendance of more than 175 in 2009.
